· providing scholarships to high-quality preschool for 3- and 4-year-olds from low-income homes.

ECF launched its pilot program in 2007, and in the first three years:

· Over 50 families have been engaged in home visiting each year

· 60-70% of these families have continued in home visiting for the full three years

· 500+ developmental screenings have been funded

· Dozens of families have attended play and literacy events to enrich children’s experiences and connect isolated young moms
